We delve into one of the world’s greatest
cultural treasures: the Musée du Louvre, a
former royal palace turned global museum.
Our curated journey through the Louvre will
highlight iconic masterpieces while drawing
attention to Jewish themes, connections and
influences. We will discover how the very
foundations of the Louvre’s Jewish collection
were shaped during the French Revolution
and Napoleonic campaigns, when art,
religious objects and artifacts were
confiscated from churches, synagogues and
private collections, and learn how 19th-
century Jewish patrons and scholars
contributed to the museum’s growth and the
establishment of France’s public heritage
institutions.

We pass the Palais Royal before wandering
through the elegant Tuileries Garden, a
favorite promenade of Parisians since the
17th century.

At Place de la Concorde, we reflect on French
history and the city’s dramatic past.

After a restful afternoon, we gather one last
time for a festive farewell dinner, celebrating
the friendships and memories we’ve made.
The evening ends with a magical nighttime
visit to the Eiffel Tower, where the lights of
Paris shimmer beneath the stars.
